• Right hand (R.H.) and Left hand (L.H.) are
determined from the Operator's position while seated
on the tractor.

• 'Attach the Blade to the Blade Mount Plate using
four 3/8" x 111 Carriage Bolts, 3/8i1 Lock Washers,
3/8u Flat Washers, and secure loosely with 3/8 11

Hex Nuts. DO NOT tighten these fasteners.
• Attach the Hitch Assembly to the Drawbar using ­
four 1/2 "x 1-1/4" Hex Bolts, Lock Washers.and
nuts. Two 1/2" Flat Washers asssemble next to
slots in the Hitch Assembly. Do not tighten at
this time.
• Slip the Drawbar down the Blade Mount Plate
Post as shown in the Illustration.
• Slip the Large Flat Washer down the post
followed by the Angling Lever as shown.
• Insert the 7/ 16t!x 2-3/8u Shear Pin through the
round holes in Lever and Post.
• Insert the 1/8il x 111 Cotter Pin through the hole
in the end of Shear Pin and bend legs over.
• Insert 3/8 11 x 2-1/211 Carriage Bolt through the
remaining two holes (square) in the Angling Lever
and secure with the 3/8u Hex Lock Nut.
• Tighten the Lock Nut just enough to remove any
"looseness" in the Angling Lever -- it must be free
to move up and down without binding.
• Slide the Handle Grip onto the end of the
Angling Lever.

• Attach the completed Rear Blade to the Sleeve
Hitch on your Tractor, in the middle hole of Blade

Hitch, using the Hitch Pins furnished with your
Hitch .
•. Position the Tractor (with blade) on a hard,
level surface.
• Lower- the Blade and check to make sure if is
level, side to side, and then tighten the four
3/8n x 111 Carriage Bolts, holding the Blade to the
Post.
• Place a level on top of Drawbar -move Hitch
Assembly until Drawbar is level, front to back.
'Tighten the Four 1/211 Hex Bolts securely.
" The. Stablhzer Bolts on the Hitch should be
tightened against the Yoke on Drawbar to pr.event
any "side-sway' during operation of the Blade.
• The operating depth of the Blade needs to be
set now. Make sure the Tractor Hitch is free to allow
Blade-to go below ground level, but still maintaining a
minimum of 511 transport with Hitch raised. Refer to
your Tractor and/or Sleeve Hitch Manual for any
necessary adjustments.

OPERP\TION

• Various blade angles (left and right) are
obtained by lifting Lever, rotating the Blade to
the desired anqle, then lowering the Lever into one
of the locking holes.
• To use the Blade with the Tractor in the
reverse gear, raise the Lever, rotate the Blade
180 degrees and lock into the desired position.
• The Rear Blade is designed to be used in a
variety of light jobs such as leveling, scraping,
raking, back filling, snow removal, etc.

• The tractor speed while operating the Rear Blade
should be governed by the task to be accomplished.
• While grading, do not attempt to cut excessive
amounts of hard-packed material at a high rate of
speed.

NOTE: Operate at a speed which allows loose
material that has piled up on the face of the
Blade to be "deposited in low areas.

MAINTENANCE

" After the Blade Edge has worn considerably, it
should be" rotated (from bottom to top) to provide
a Ilnew n edge. Remove the four 3/Su x 1U Carriage
Bolts, rotate the Blade, and then reassemble the
unit with the "new" edge on the surface.

• Lubricate all Pivot.ing points with a drop or
two of 30 weight oil.
